Post and Comment Guidelines
· Keep it clean – if you wouldn’t show it to your mom, don’t show it here. 
· Keep it kind – if you wouldn’t say it to your mom, don’t say it here. 
· Stay on Topic – each group has a clear description, posts or comments outside those descriptions are subject to review and removal. 
· To avoid any confusion, we ask the group to refrain from fundraising except as it relates to NTSAD.  

Post and Comment Review Process
· Posts and Comments that do not follow the first two guidelines above (clean and kind) are subject to immediate removal. 
· Posts and Comments that may be considered off-topic are subject to review but will not be immediately removed. 
· Administrators will contact Member to review group description and guidelines. 
· If does not solve matter, Administrators of Group will invite Kim Kubilus* to mediate. Kim will review the questionable posts and comments, discuss with Administrators and Member and strive to find a resolution that satisfies all parties. 
· Removal of Member from Group will only occur after careful review and thoughtful discussion, ample opportunity for Member to adjust their activity and with full support of all Administrators.
